RESOLVED, that the Town Board also directs the Department of Public Works, Division of Engineering (responsible for Facilities Planning) to coordinate its efforts with the Office of General Services and Town Hall Renovations Committee as necessary and to also include the Highway Superintendent and Parks and Recreation Superintendent for informational updates on the Jackson Avenue Facilities Master Plan Capital Improvements and other municipal office/facilities capital projects under its purview.
